• The drawing will take place at the April general membership meeting. 
• A member in good standing must submit candidate’s name. 
• Dues must paid by March 31st of current year. 
• Candidate's representative must be a member for the last two (2) years - 

September through June.

Attendance sign-in is required. 
• Candidate must be represented at the drawing by herself/himself or the 

representative listed above. 
• The proceeds of the scholarship will be paid upon successful completion 

of the 1st semester and submission to the scholarship administrator of 
an “official, raised stamped” transcript from the institution.   

• Candidates or members of their family are required to help at the annual 
Feis held each May and demonstrate a history of participation in events 
that promote "Irish Culture"* or participate in Community Service during 
Middle and High School. (Min 10 hrs) 

• Completed application must be received by the Scholarship
